In downtown Winnipeg, the Richardson Building switched off all external and any non-
essential internal lighting between 8:30-9:30 p.m. This included the LED lights on the
south and west sides of the building, the JR roof sign, various lighting on the Plaza and the
up-lighting which surrounds the Seal River Crossing sculpture.

7 TIPS FOR
CYCLING SAFETY

1. Buy a fitted bicycle helmet that is
CSA-approved - and wear it.

2. Make sure your bike has a
headlight, reflectors and reflector
tape on the frame.

3. Attach a bell or horn to alert
people to your presence.

4. Use hand signals to communicate
your intentions to other drivers
and cyclists sharing the road.

5. Ensure your tires are properly
inflated, your gears are well-oiled
and your brakes are functioning
properly.

6. Make eye contact with other
drivers whenever possible to
make sure they’re aware of your
presence.

7. Stay aware of your surroundings
at all times, including motor
vehicles (including parked ones),
other cyclists, pedestrians and
road conditions.

THE RULES
OF THE ROAD

As in other regions of Canada,
cyclists must obey the same laws
as drivers operating motor vehicles.
The Manitoba Motor Vehicle Act
specifies that:

® When ridden during the period
from one-half hour before sunset
until one-half hour after sunrise,
bicycles must be equipped with
a white front light and a red or
amber rear light or reflector.

® Cyclists must use hand signals to
indicate a turn.

® Cyclists are prohibited from
wearing earphones.

® Cyclists are prohibited from riding
while intoxicated.

® Children riding in a bike-mounted
baby seat must wear a helmet.

Common Sense
should prevail at the ATM

Visiting an Automated Teller Machine (ATM) is a convenient
way to do banking, but if you are not constantly mindful of your
surroundings, it can also compromise your safety. Here are
some tips to ensure you and your money stay protected:

%

* Only use ATM machines in, open, well lit high-traffic areas
and avoid those located in obvious hiding places which
may only attract robbers looking for their next easy victim.

* If you approach an ATM and something or someone makes
you feel uncomfortable, LEAVE and find another machine. It
may be inconvenient, but nothing should be more important
than your safety.

* While at the bank machine, always make a conscious effort to cover the keypad while entering
your PIN number. The most common ways that criminals obtain a PIN at the ATM are by
looking over your shoulder (easily thwarted by shielding your PIN), by using spy or micro-
cameras (also foiled by protecting your PIN) and by using a false overlay on the PIN pad.

* When receiving a withdrawal, don’t count your money while at the ATM. Advertising how
much cash you have can make you an easy target for crime.

* Lastly, if the ATM isn’t working properly, don't ask the person behind you to help. You
should never give your personal information to anyone you don’t know.

Remember, being safety conscious is not about being paranoid, it's about using common
sense. cr
